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�� or flower pho-
tography, carry a 
piece of black 

velvet in your camera 
case. It makes a nice 
dramatic background. 
Sew a small hem at one 
end similar to a curtain 
hem, and you can slip a 
small shaft through that 
so you can hold it in 
back of your subject 

with one hand, and fire 
your tripod mounted 
camera with the other.

�� hen you need a 
longer expo-
sure than nor-

mal in daylight, such as a 
motion blurring waterfall 
shot, carry TWO polar-
izer filters. This works 
much better than a neutral 
density filter, as the 
amount of light let thru is 
variable, depending on 
the orientation of the po-
larizer's to each other. At 
right angles to each other, 
almost NO visible light 
gets through. Note the 
only reason to use CIR-
CULAR polarizer's is that 
they don’t interfere with a 
camera's autofocus, as 
non-circular ones can 
s o m e t i m e s .  

��  nice lighting 
effect when do-
ing single light 

portraits, is to have the 
subject put one shoulder 
up against, or close to a 
mirrored wall. Shoot at 
about 45 degrees to the 
face of the mirror, and 
you'll get a nice 'second 
light' effect from the 
bounced back mirror 
light. Vary the distance 
between subject's shoul-
der and mirror for weaker 
or stronger second light 
effect. 
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 There is nothing more 
frustrating after a day of shoot-
ing photos than to find out that 
every picture you have taken has 
dust specks in exactly the same 
place on each photo! 
 You could spend hours 
with a clone tool in photoshop, 
or even use Lightroom’s 
synchronize fix but 
those methods take 
time and are not al-
ways perfect fixes.  
Wouldn’t it just be 
better to make sure 
your sensor is clean 
BEFORE you go out 
shooting?  You can do it 
in a flash with the Visible 
Dust Sensor Loupe and Artic 
Butterfly! 
 
The procedure is as follows:  
1. Remove the Lens from your 

camera. 
2. Use the Mirror Lock Up 

feature on your digital SLR 
(Some manufacturers call it 
cleaning mode) to raise the 
mirror out of the way.  

3. Place the Sensor Loupe on 
the lens mount 

4. Turn on the light 
5. LOOK 
6. Clean if necessary 
 
The combination of the high 
intensity lights and the magnify-

ing lens makes it a breeze to see 
if your sensor needs cleaning.  
One quick look is all it took for 
me to determine that there were 
3 specs of dust on my sensor. 
If it does, just pull out your Ar-
tic Butterfly the coolest cleaning 
tool around!  The Artic Butterfly 

is a unique 
brush made 

of special 
material 
that is 
strong 
enough to 
clean yet 
soft enough 

to protect 
your sensor.  

What makes the but-
terfly cool is its battery operated 
spinning feature.  When you 
remove it from it’s case, just 
turn on the switch and the brush 
spins.  This does two things, 
first any dust that was 
on the brush gets 
thrown off, 
secondly, 
this 
action 
causes 
the 
brush to 
get a slight static charge and 
that’s what helps to remove the 
dust.  The static on the brush 
actually attracts the dust to the 

brush! 
   
Once you have cleaned the sen-
sor, how do you know it is really 
clean? 
Well the best way is to look at it 
once again with the Visible Dust 
Sensor Loupe. 
 
If you are particular about your 
photographs, these tools are a 
necessity.

It’s actually a pretty cool filter that 
can either salvage a poor quality im-
age, or just to add zip to a so – so im-
age. It flattens and smooths out the 
backround, and adds dimension to the 
image. 

 
I took this photo of a bird that just 
swooped down and caught a small 
crab on the surf. 
 
I love the action going on, but felt the 
overall quality of the image was poor. 
It got worse as I enlarged the image. 
First I cropped the image… 
Applied the Plaster filter… 

 
Finally, I added a gradient map adjust-
ment layer…

Everyone has seen programs that make slideshows, 
but none match the professional quality and features 
that are available in Pro Show Producer.  The feature 
list is actually TWO pages long.  What makes this pro-
gram different than it’s competition (if you can call it 
that) are features like being able to add video clips, 
unlimited slide layers (including photos and videos).  If 
you don’t know what I’m referring to, you can actually 
add layers upon layers of photos and videos on a single 
slide.  Layers just like in Photoshop can be masked for 
special effects when the Slideshow is played. 

Options for outputting your slideshow are important.  I 
don’t think that any program gives you more options 
than ProShow Producer.  You can create stand alone 
DVD platform discs in DVD, VCD and a variety of 
other formats including MiniDVD.  Disc media formats 
(for computers) include just about every type of optical 
media in the CD and DVD family.  All the + / - and R/
RW’s that you can think of.  If that is not enough you 
can output to High Definition TV in both 720i/p and 
1080i/p formats. Pretty impressive huh?  Well I’m not 
done!   
How about being able to output to these computer files 
as well! 
.FLV Adobe Flash video file 
.WMV Windows Media video file 
.MOV QuickTime video file 

.AVI Uncompressed Windows video file 
.AVI Compressed / supports ALL codecs 
.EXE Windows executable application 
.SCR Windows screen saver 
.MPG MPEG 1 video file 
.MPG MPEG 2 video file 
.ISO CD / DVD image file 
.CUE Video CD CUE/BIN image     
 

You can even create files for 
YouTube! 
The program give outstanding 

results, however it will take some practice to 
get good with it.  You may want to take advantage of the 
DVD Tutorials that are available on the Photodex web-
site or even their Live Seminars.  Photodex offers 3 lev-
els of Slideshow Software starting with ProShow, 
ProShow Gold, and ProShow Producer
